Back in May, I told you about a 
Haitian family, Sonér and Yolande 
Alexandre and their three  
children, who are in the United 
States getting lifesaving medical 
treatment for their daughter  
Yolwenn that is unavailable in 
their home country.  
 
For a year now, they all have been 
living in one rented room with 
another Haitian family in  
Davenport.  
 
In early October, the house the 
church owns next door at 227 
North Main Street became empty 
as Goyo and Facilitiesõ Minister 
Amy Paredes finished  
construction on their new home 
and moved. At Vestry meeting  
later that month, our Vestry chose 
to change the world for the Alex-
andres by offering to let them live 
there for the two years left of their 
daughterõs treatment. 
 
Father Sonér is an Episcopal Priest 
from Haiti (The Diocese of Haiti is 
part of the Episcopal Church in 
the United States). Yolwenn and 
Sophia were born in New York, so 
theyõre US citizens. Son®r, 
Yolande, and Osni, however, are 
Haitians and here on tourist visas, 
that allow them to stay for only 
temporarily, and while they are 
here, they are not allowed to work 
to earn money. 

Iõve been working since April apply-
ing for an R-1 (religious worker) Visa, 
which would allow Sonér to stay in 
the U.S for up to 30 months and work 
for pay in any church in our diocese. 
He speaks French, Creole, Spanish, 
and English, so he will be VERY help-
ful ð and employable ð in any congre-
gation, especially our Spanish church-
es, if the U.S. Citizenship and Immi-
gration Services grants that Visa.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Until then, theyõve been living off the 
money from selling their car and 
much of their stuff in Haiti, and those 
funds have run out. In addition, they 
have no transportation, so theyõve 
been landlocked in Davenport for a 
year and got out of the house only 
when a friend took them to church in 
Kissimmee, and when the kids went 
to school on the bus.  
 
Living here opens all kinds of doors! 
Yolwenn and Sophie can walk to  
Lakeview Middle and Dillard Street 
Elementary Schools, and Osni will 
ride the bus to West Orange High. 
They can walk to church, and Bravo 
Grocery store is within walking  

distance from their new home. 
 
Housing is not the only thing the 
Alexandres need, and thatõs why 
Iõm turning to you.

Blessing of the Animals 
September 30, 2018 
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Ready or Not? 
 

Non-Floridians complain that we donõt 
have seasons like "Up North."  
 
I assure them we DO have seasons: 
òmowingó and ònon-mowing!ó   
  
But even more dramatic are our other 
two seasons: òHurricaneó and òNon-
Hurricane.ó 
  
And Hurricane Season starts June 1. 
  
Are you ready? Have you gathered 
what you need to get through several 
days without electricity, gas stations, 
and air-conditioning? If not, do you 
have an evacuation plan and a place to 
go? 
  
God promises to get us through diffi-
culties. But one way he does that is of-
fering us wisdom and knowledge. The 
newspapers, local magazines, TV and 
radio, and government are full of advice 
of what to do and how to prepare. 
Many of their suggestions are Godõs 
Word for us. 
  
But if you havenõt paid attention  
to all those other sources,  
let me add my voice to theirs:  
 

Get ready for Hurricane Season!  
Because ready or not, here it is!  
 
To help us prepare as  
individuals and families,  
parishioner and retired  
Navy Captain Murph Borno  
has assumed the helm of  
DART, our Disaster Action  
Response Team, composed  
of parishioners who  
volunteered through the  
Messiah's Way to help  
our parish family cope with a hurricane 
or other disaster. 
 
Murph and DART have procured a 
stack of resources from the Federal 
Emergency Management Agency 
(FEMA) with helpful tips to help us 

get ourselves ready in our blood  
families. That literature is on the  
Welcome Table by the main double 
doors on the Tilden Street side of  
campus.  
 
I urge you to read and heed them. 
  
To help us as a parish family, the 
DART volunteers are ready with tools 
(chain saws, trucks, hammers, nails, 
tarps, etc.) and skills to help Messiah 
folks in need after a storm. In addition 
to helping our people in their own 
homes, a number of parish families 
have volunteered to take people into 
their homes and feed and house any 
whose homes are damaged.

2019 Clergy Compensation  
Guidelines for the Diocese of  
Central Florida was distributed to 
help us in our budgeting process for 
2019. The chart shows what the dio-
cese recommend clergy be paid, 
based on the Average Sunday Attend-
ance (ASA) of the congregation and 
the Credited Years of Service (how 
long theyõve been ordained). Our 
ASA so far this year is 304.  
 
1. Rector Tom Rutherford has 25  
 Credited Years of Service, so his  
 compensation (stipend plus 

housing allowance) should be 
$111,700.  

 
2. Assistant Rector Tracy Dugger 

has 3 Credited Years of Service.  
 According to Line 8 on the Guide 

regarding Assistant Clergy, her 
compensation should be $66,600, 
and we have to pay her at least 
the Diocesan Minimum of 
$64,200.

Childrenõs Ministry: Childrenõs 
Minister Angela Lopez reports:  
The children recently finished up a 
series on Genesis. We had a fun time 
learning how creation is like a muse-
um that God gives us. He gives us 
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beautiful things to look at to enjoy 
and to learn from. The verse that I 
assigned them for memory was a  
difficult one from Revelation.  
Although there were a few attempts, 
no one was able to memorize it, so 
weõll try again with a simpler version 
next time. We have moved on to 
studying the 10 Commandments, and 
most of our kids know at least half of 
them right now. Will be working on 
learning all 10 and in order over the 
next six weeks.  
 
In SHINE we started on our  
Thanksgiving project for our parents 
and have been working hard on our 
memory verses and praying out loud. 
Several of my kids have received 
awards for their extra effort.  
 
Weõre looking forward to our trip to 
Universal Studios and Islands of  
Adventure in November and our 
òFriendsgivingó party as well.  
 
I moved Sunday Service Childcare 
from the nursery room to a preschool 
room, because the nursery is 
equipped only for babies up to 18 
months old, and the children weõre 
getting during the services are older 
than that. The children enjoy the  
extra space and more age appropriate 
toys. In order to add an extra level of 
security for the room, we are keeping 
the metal gates locked as well as the 
nursery door. Parents can access the 
nursery door through the Youth Hall 
SHINE room. Trinity will open the 
door to parents she recognizes. I have 
walked parents through this new sys-
tem for the past 2 weeks.  
 
I contacted Dawn Wirbel, my Vestry 
representative, regarding replacing 
the failing ceiling tiles in the Youth 
Hall. She will bring this up at Vestry 
Meeting. 
 
I submitted my 2019 budget requests 
to Rodger Watson and my Vestry 

reps for consideration.  
 
Youth Ministry:  Youth Minister Janie 
Walton reports: 
I treated the members of our disciple-
ship/leadership small group to dinner 
at Melting Pot in Dr. Phillips on Friday, 
September 21 to celebrate our six 
months of meeting! 
 
Activate youth, parent volunteers and I 
helped at the Outreach Teamõs Bingo 
Night on Saturday, September 22. This 
event was a co-fundraiser for both 
Children and Youth Ministries.  
 
Our new series in Activate has been 
going well. Iõve gotten some great ques-
tions from our youth in discussion of 
the first 11 chapters of Genesis. We will 
be tackling the patriarchal history in 
Genesis for the next several weeks. 
 
I attended the West Orange High 
School Choirõs car wash fundraiser at 
Tijuana Flats on Saturday, September 
29.  They did a great job washing my 
car! 
 
Activate had its first Sunday of praise 
and worship on October 7. Garine Ad-
ams and Activate parent volunteer, 
Murph Borno, lead us through a few of 
our favorite worship songs. Garine and/
or Jeremy Adams will be helping us 
with worship for the first Sunday of 
each month going forth. We may  
increase the number of Sundays we do 
praise and worship depending on the 
youth response. Our hope is to have the 
youth form a youth praise and worship 
band, and fully take it over at Activate. 
 
Activate youth, Chelsea Wilkinson-
Borno, and I, are both on team for the 
Diocesan-wide New Beginnings Middle 
School Retreat. We have a team meet-
ing on Saturday, October 13 at St. 
Maryõs of the Angels in Orlando fol-
lowed by New Beginnings the follow-
ing weekend from Friday, October 19 to 
Sunday, October 21. We, as well as any 

Activate middle schoolers attending, 
will not be at church during the 
morning services on Sunday, October 
21, but will be back in time for the 
Activate meeting at 4:30 PM. 
 
Activate is taking a field trip to the 
University of Florida in Gainesville 
on Sunday, October 14. Therefore, we 
will not be having our regularly 
scheduled meeting at 4:30 PM. We 
are attending church service on  
campus with Noah Altenbach, as 
well as, getting a tour of the campus 
from students.  We will be leaving 
the church around 1:30 PM and car-
pooling to Gainesville. We hope to 
be back no later than 10 PM. Permis-
sion forms were given out to stu-
dents who would like to attend.  
 
I am attending Olympia High 
Schoolõs Orchestra Concert on  
Tuesday, October 23 and West  
Orange High Schoolõs Choir Concert 
on Thursday, October 25 to support 
our teens in those groups.  
 
Effective January 1, 2019, I will no 
longer be on the church health  
insurance for medical, vision and  
prescription coverage. I have chosen 
to be added to my husbandõs plan (he 
dropped from my coverage in April of 
this year once he qualified for  
benefits at his current job) as it cost 
drastically less than what the church 
currently pays for me to be covered. 
The Church will reimburse my  
family for that expense, thus saving 
the parish money. 
 
Messiah Academy: Principal Terri 
Wetherington reports: 
To celebrate the end of the first nine-
week period and the completion of 
the first exams of the year, the stu-
dents voted for a pajama party on 
October 12. Each of the students are 
showing significant growth in areas 
that they struggle, and all have 
shown significant growth in terms of 
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core learning. Subject matter jumps 
around quite a bit, since the kids 
have a hard time staying on topic, but 
we have touched on a variety of  
subjects including; Chemistry,  
Biology, Pre-algebra, World History, 
Civics, US History, Calligraphy, 
Reading, and English. This is in  
addition to our enrichment classes of 
Religion, Art and Music. 
 
In music class, the students have 
completed their preparations for 
their musical performance that is 
scheduled to take place on  
Wednesday, October 17th during 
Wednesday's service.  
 
In art this month the students  
transitioned from 3 dimensional 
drawings to sculpture. It has been 
interesting to see the works created 
by a student who feels art is not his 
forte as well as the works of our  
students who enjoy art. Karen  
Stewart seems to have really  
connected with the kids, and they 
look forward to their time with her 
each week. 
 
At the end of September we took a 
second field trip to Aquatica where 
we continued our discussions on 
conservation and the importance of 
water to living things. It also  
provided an opportunity for some of 
the students to face and conquer 
their fears. 
 
The month of October has two 
school holidays. Monday, October 
14th and Friday, October 26. Our  
October field trip is scheduled for 
October 30 to Sea World where we 
will do an in depth lesson on  
Antarctica and the types of wildlife 
there. 
 
We had a minor setback this month 
when the food in the freezer was ru-
ined after being unplugged by work 

crews and allowed to defrost. Messiah 
Academy had approximately 250.00 in 
food that needed to be thrown out as a 
result. 
 
Assistant Rector Tracy Dugger  
reports: Communication/Website/
Social Media:  
A big thank you to Joyce Taylor and 
Dawn Wirbel for their help in enter-
ing the Messiahõs Way Commitments 
into Servant Keeper. Between them 
and myself, we entered everything in 
about an hour. I sent out email confir-
mations about receiving packets and 
selections.  
 
Our new Lifetouch directories arrived, 
we uploaded the directory photos into 
Servant Keeper.  
 
Iõm continuing to train our website 
volunteers and staff to keep our web-
site up to date.  
 
Coordinating Facebook events, web-
site news, and newsletter articles will 
be my focus in the coming month. 
 
Adult Group:  
Reviveõs Inductive Bible Study Ses-
sions are going well. Iõm planning a 
video curriculum series for Advent.  
Our Trivia team took 1st place last 
month at Trivia Tuesday. We will 
meet for trivia October 23rd. We will 
not have trivia November and Decem-
ber due to those being the weeks of 
light up Winter Garden and Christ-
mas respectively. 
  
The first gathering of Parent with 
Small-Ish Children was a rousing suc-
cess with 13 adults and over 20 kids. 
Due to size of the group, Iõm moving 
the meeting from my home to church. 
Weõll next meet October 19th.  
We have a fall themed social gathering 
November 16th at Jeremy & Garine 
Adamsõ home. 
 

Womenõs Retreat: Pastor Greer, Dea-
con Julie and I are hosting a womenõs 
quiet day on December 8th from 9am-
2pm here at the church. The day will 
focus especially on healing and hope. 
More details will follow as we plan 
the event.

Father Soner Alexandre: Tom Ruth-
erford sent in a second mountain of 
documentation to prove the Episco-
pal Church, the Diocese of Central 
Florida, and the Church of the Messi-
ah are bona fide religious organiza-
tions able to sponsor Soner as a 
priest. Please see below in the DECI-
SION section for more about Soner 
and his family. 
 
Prospective Vestry nominees: Tom 
Rutherford shared a list of the 19 
folks he invited to stand for election 
to vestry next year. òRetiringó vestry 
members Marci Babione, Frank 
Chase, Leo Henry, and Doreen 
Stachowski will contact them to see 
if theyõll accept the nomination.  
 
DISCUSSION (to help make a  
decision next month): The floor 
covering in the Parish Hall kitchen 
has a rotten spot that is usually cov-
ered by a water and dirt catching rug. 
But when the rug is out, the rotten 
spot is painfully obvious. Frank 
Chase has reached out to a contrac-
tor but has not yet gotten a quote. 
  
DECISIONS (based on the Discus-
sion last month) ð (25 MINUTES:  
Youth Hall Ceiling: Now that the 
ceiling is fixed in the Youth Hall 
Kitchen, (Thank you, Frank Chase!), 
it makes the ceiling in the Youth Hall 
look even shabbier. Dawn Wirbel, 
Childrenõs Minister Angela Lopez, 
and Preschool Director Barbara 
Ellerbe urge us to fix it. Frank Chase 
thinks he can do in there what he did 
in the kitchen for about $4,000. Pre-



 

school Director Barbara Ellerbe has 
pledged to pay ½ of the total cost. 
Vestry APPROVED to be paid for from 
the Building Fund. 
 
Prospective Delegates to Diocesan 
Convention: Convention is February 1
-2, 2019 at Trinity Prep School in 
Winter Springs.  
 
All our clergy are automatically Clergy 
Delegates. Vestry chose Vestry mem-
ber Stacey Beck, Shelby Beck, and Sam 
Katulic as Lay Delegates and Laura 
Cook and Janice Hull as Alternate Del-
egates. 
 
Lightning stuck somewhere on our 
campus during the week of July 1-6 
and fried the phone system and other 
stuff. Everythingõs been fixed/replaced 
except the phone system. We got 3 
bids to replace it, and Vestry chose 
Vonage VoIP. It will cost $500 initially 
for equipment and $300/month after 
that. The initial cost will be paid from 
the insurance claim for the lightning 
strike. 
 
Inside Signage: After our tour of the 
facility in July when we recognized 
the need for more signage so new peo-
ple can find their way around: 
Patty Tate got a bid from Central Flor-
ida Sign Installers. They will supply 
some outside signs and vinyl lettering 
for the glass double doors for $177. 
Frank Chase will install them.  
 
Parishioner Kathy Barrett, who de-
signed and made the banners in the 
church, the paintings over the Prayer 
Chapel, and the calligraphy on the 
walls inside the old Narthex, will 
make our other inside signs for the 
cost of the materials.  
 
Vestry APPROVED moving forward 
with both of these, to be paid for from 
the Building Fund.  
 
The house at 227 North Main Street: 
The Paredeses built a home and moved 
out of the church house earlier this 
month.  
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They left the storage building they 
installed on the condition that the 
Childrenõs Ministry can use it to store 
its stuff, which Childrenõs Minister 
Angela Lopez is ecstatic about, since 
that will let her office be an office and 
not a warehouse. 
  
Tom Rutherford recommended we let 
Father Soner Alexandre and his family 
(wife Yolande, high school son Osni, 
middle school daughter Yolwenn, and 
elementary school daughter Sophie) 
live there. They are two years into four 
years of medical care, that is unavaila-
ble in Haiti, for Yolwenn, who has 
already lost an ovary to her illness, and 
is doing well with her ongoing treat-
ment. They intend to return to Haiti 
when Yolwennõs regimen is complete.  
 
Here are some considerations.  
ÀSoner is not able to work to earn 
money legally until ð and unless ð the 
U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Ser-
vice grants him an R-1 Visa as a 
òReligious Worker,ó which Tom 
Rutherford has been working through 
the application process since April. If 
heõs granted the Visa, heõll be able to 
work for pay in any congregation in 
the diocese. He speaks French, Creole, 
Spanish, and English, so he will have 
lots of opportunities to work and earn 
a living.  
 
ÀThe Visa application process can 
take another year or more, and as long 
as itõs in process, Sonerõs able to stay 
in the U.S. legally, even though his B1 
Visa has expired. If the application is 
denied, heõll have to leave the country. 
 
ÀIf and when Soner is granted an R-1 
Visa, they will be able to pay rent and 
support themselves, and we can re-
examine the situation. Until then, 
supporting them would cost between 
$900 and $1,300 per month: $600/
month in lost income from the rent + 
$300/month for utilities + up to $400/
month for food. 
 
Vestry APPROVED.  
 
Tom Rutherford will make their needs 
known to the parish for furniture, 

bedding, linens, food, and financial 
help.  
 
Murph Borno and the Refugee Team 
will do for the Alexandres what they 
would have done for a refugee family: 
help with transportation, integration 
into the Messiah and West Orange 
community, and helping Yolande 
learn English. Soner and the children 
already speak English. 
 
Tom Rutherford will also work out a 
written Letter of Agreement with the 
Alexandres delineating our expecta-
tions for their living there, what we 
will do for them, and how to end the 
agreement, if the deal goes bad.  
 
MEETING MINUTES &  
FINANCIAL REPORT: 
Minutes from the September  
meeting: APPROVED. 
 
September Financial Report from 
Treasurer Rodger Watson:  
APPROVED. 
 
Operating Account: Septemberõs 
income was $3,164.16 LESS than ex-
penses, INCREASING our year-to-
date deficit to $81,822.35. PLEASE 
PRAY FOR GOD TO PROVIDE. 
 
Building Fund: Net Building Fund 
income (gifts, fundraising, and  
facility rental income, less expenses) 
was $7,206.75 LESS that what we 
needed to cover the mortgage of 
$12,891.97. That deficit was covered 
by our Contingency Fund.  
 
The meeting ended with prayer and 
adjourned at 3:50 PM.
