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Sabbatical???? 
 

In May, June, and July of this 
year, Iõm going on Sabbatical. 
 
A Sabbatical ð taken from the 
word òSabbathó ð is NOT a 
òvacation;ó itõs structured time 
off for a leader to pray, listen, 
think, read, and learn new things 
to return to work refreshed, re-
newed, and reloaded for a new 
season of ministry. 
 
In our diocese, when a parish 
calls a rector, they build into the 
Letter of Agreement a sabbatical 
for every 7 years of the rectorõs 
term. At each of those points in 
my time here, however, our par-
ish family was in a building pro-
gram, staff transition, or big pro-
ject that my being away would 
not have been healthyé so in my 
22 years here, Iõve never taken a 
sabbatical. 
 
This year, I am! 
 
And the plan is for EVERYONE 
to benefit: 
 
I win: I get three months to pray, 
listen to God, learn some new 
priest tricks, deepen my faith, 
hope, and love, and let God re-
tool and re-equip me to come 
back as a refreshed and better 
Rector. SEE BELOW FOR THE 
DETAILS of what Iõm doing in 
that time. 
 

Mother Tracy wins: She gets to 
practice being a rector for 3 months, 
with the safety net of my returning 
in August. 
 
Father Sonér Alexandre and Dea-
con Richard Gonzalez win: In my 
absence, theyõll have more opportu-
nities to serve, celebrate, preach, and 
grow ð Sonér with his English, and 
Richard as a priest when heõs or-
dained sometime this year. 
 
You win! You get to hear from some 
other folks and experience other 
styles of leadership, that I trust will 
help you grow in faith, hope, and 
love. 
 
Here are the details (so far) of my 
time away: 
 
June 24-July 13 ð Debbie and I are 
going to Jerusalem for the òPalestine 
of Jesusó pilgrimage with St 
Georgeõs Anglican College. St 
Georgeõs has been there for over a 
century and has developed trusted 
friendly relations with both the Pal-
estinian and Israeli communities, 
which gives their students access to 
both sides of the story in that con-
flicted region. And since itõs a col-
lege catering to clergy, their pilgrim-
ages delve deeper into the theologi-
cal, historical, and academic layers 
of the Holy Land than what inter-
ests most regular tourists, but 
which is EXACTLY what we histor-
ical and theological geeks LOVE!  
 
I anticipate coming home a more 
knowledgeable teacher and preacher 
as a result of visiting all those places 
we hear about in the Gospel lessons. 
Before and after the pilgrimage, 
my plan is to visit a bunch of 
churches that are one size above us, 
to learn from their leadership how 
to be a better and more effective 
leader for you and our parish family. 
Iõm especially looking to learn two 
things:  

À How we can enhance giving, 
so we donõt spend most of the 
year in a financial deficit;  

À and how to develop and nur-
ture staff, now that weõve 
grown to need a team of staff-
ers, instead of being an all-
volunteer congregation. 

 
Sprinkled around in among my 
trips , I have a stack of books I 
want to read to deepen my 
knowledge and understanding of 
God, the Bible, the Church, and 
history, to make me a wiser re-
source for you as a pastor, preach-
er, and teacher. 
 
And through it all, Iõm going to 
pray and listen to God for his 
direction for the Messiah family 
and my part in that for the next 
several years to come. 
 
In the meantime, Iõm looking for-
ward to a glorious Epiphany, Lent 
and Easter with you, and then 
picking up again in August.

Childrenõs Ministry: Childrenõs Min-
ister Angela Lopez reports:  
In late December some of the SHINE 
girls and I had a pajama party and 
watched the movie òElliot the littlest 
Reindeer.ó  It was about reaching for 
your dreams not matter how big they 
seem or how small you are. We had a 
takeout lunch from Chili's that we 
enjoyed picnic style. Then we had a 
Christmas song sing along. 
 
Our Christmas Eve program went 
quite well this year. Thank you to 
Laura Cook for being our narrator and 
to Jeremy & G Adams and Joel Lopez 
for playing the music. It was a fun 

change to have the kids select their 
costumes as they arrived, this  
allowed for many more to participate 
as well as allowing the more reserved 
children a chance to be on stage and 
not have to speak.

We had a small New Yearõs Eve Eve 
party at SHINE on Dec 30. We had 
cookies and milk, played name that 
tune--the Christmas version. 
 
In Children's Church we are looking 
at the Parables Jesus taught. Our  
series title is SAY WHAAATTT? We 
are looking at how some of the things 
Jesus said can really make you say 
òSay WHAAAT??!?ó and scratch your 
head. We are learning to store up our 
treasures in heaven, and I sent home 
tiny tithe jars for the kids to collect 
their coins in during the week. We 
are collecting them for 6 weeks and 
will share the total when we finish. 
So far the kids have been excited to 
return the jars full each week.  
 
The SHINE kids are enjoying our  
Bible Cookies lesson series in which 
we learn something biblical from a 
different cookie each week.

We 
(preschool staff and I) would like to 
remove the sound panels from the 
room as they are heavy and feel they 
are a safety hazard since they are not 
secured to the walls, as well as they 
are not making a noticeable differ-
ence in the sound.  
 
All of my events for 2019 have been 
scheduled and I will hopefully 
squeeze in a few extra off campus 
activities as time allows.

Activate had a great turnout for our 
Christmas Dinner at Servandoõs

I attended New Life Destiny Church 
on Sunday, December 23, with Chil-
drenõs Minister, Angela Lopez, to see 
the Ocoee High School indoor drum-
line perform at that churchõs Christ-
mas celebration.
