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On Friday evening, April 10 from 6:30-8:30, we’re having a once-in-a-lifetime event as we
burn the mortgage for our Parish Hall!

Here’s the History.

In 2006, we issued $4,600,000 in bonds — mostly to ourselves! — to finance construction of the
Parish Hall, nursery, restrooms, library, kitchen, and offices.

There were several reasons we went with bonds, rather than a regular mortgage.

III

Since a loan to a church counts as “commercial” instead of “residential,” lenders charge
higher interest rates than what your family can get for a home loan, and that rate is even
higher than what the bonds cost us.

That’s because lenders don’t like lending to churches, because we don’t have a “reliable in-
come stream,” since we rely on God and your generosity...

... AND because it’s bad public relations to foreclose on a church, if they default on the loan.

Therefore, they charge churches higher interest rates to cover their risk... and to nudge us to
go elsewhere for a loan.

Messiah folks bought most of the bonds, which had us paying interest to our own people, in-
stead of to a faceless bank or mortgage company.

Since we were the bondholders, if we defaulted, and the property were foreclosed on, we as
the bondholders would own the building! Thank God, that never happened!

The bond payments were $20,000 a month... which was — to say the least — a burden!
Several years later, commercial loan interest rates dropped well below the interest rates on
our bonds, so we refinanced with Center State Bank (which is now SouthState Bank), and they

have treated us very well for the past 15 years. THANK YOU, SOUTHSTATE!

The refinance dropped our interest rate to 4.5% and our payments to $15,000 a month for a




couple of years, and then dropped them again to $12,000... THANK YOU, JESUS!

The bank required us to renegotiate the interest rate every 7 years. We did that in 2019 and
were on schedule to do it again in March of 2026.

We have sharp folks on Vestry, and they foresaw we’d never be able to keep our interest rate
at 4.5%, and they began several years ago praying and planning for 2026.

Along the way, several generous parishioners gave significant chunks to prepay principal and
drop the amount we’d have to refinance this year. THANK YOU, PARISHIONERS!

Two years ago, Vestry chose to pay an extra $10,000 a month on the principal, so that, when
the mortgage came up for renegotiation, the remaining amount would be low enough to pay
it off.

At that point, we anticipated it would be $160,000, which we hoped the investments and re-
serves in our Emergency Fund could cover.

But instead of depleting our Emergency Funds, Vestry started last summer publicizing that
amount and gently asking us to pray for the Lord to provide that $160,000.

He DID!!!! THANK YOU, JESUS! AND THANK YOU, PARISHIONERS!
And we paid off the mortgage a month early!

That’s why we can celebrate on April 10!
Please come enjoy a meal together with
your Messiah family, along with games,
music, and an indoor bonfire as we torch
the mortgage and — as Dave Ramsey in-
vites us to do — scream, “WE’RE DEBT
FREE!!!”

Rick’s Electric switched the parking lot lights from a timer to a photocell. The post lights
at the sidewalk need new bulbs.

Rainaldi Home Services cleaned part of the sewer drain line serving the church bath-
rooms. It was full of tree roots. They couldn’t send down their camera, because it was in
the shop. They came back a week later with the camera and said there were roots further
down the line, but they could not clean the rest of the line. After Lamar complained, they
refunded what we paid them for the partial job.

Roto-Rooter came and finished clearing out the roots in the sewer drain line. They cau-
tioned that the problem will just grow back, and they are going to give us bids for a cou-
ple of options: re-lining the current pipes and bursting the current pipes and replacing the
lines from one end to the other. I’1l share those numbers when I get them.

West End Safe & Lock came back and replaced the locks on the church mechanical room
and youth hall kitchen doors and adjusted the mechanism on the double doors by the par-
ish hall kitchen. They ordered a new lock for the Library restroom and installed it.

The toilet paper dispenser was replaced in the parish hall bathroom by the kitchen.

A kneeler in the church was repaired.

A plaque was installed at the labyrinth.

Paul Buzzonetti and Wayne Sparks installed sweeps on the classrooms and youth hall
doors.

Bob Greene and Ally Louis cleaned the supply air grills and ducts in the church.

Scott Overman swapped out the washer and dryer in the parish hall kitchen.

Mike King replaced a dimmer module for the parish hall lights.

Tom Rutherford ordered more dimmer modules, since Mike used the last of the extras we
had on hand. Those modules are 20 years old and wearing out. New ones cost several
hundred dollars each. Tom finds them on eBay for $50 or less and keeps several on hand
for when our old ones die.

III. DISCUSSIONS (to help make a decision next month):

A. Parishioner Marc Boese suggests we use the vacant lots on Woodland Street for a youth center,
with a half-court basketball court and a portable building to house after-school care to reach youth
and maybe attract them into the parish. Vestry asked Marc to research to see what it would take
from the city to do that and how much it might cost.

B. Junior Warden Lamar Powers reported on the sewer line and recommends we reline the pipe, be-
cause, over time, roots will cause the pipes to crack and perhaps collapse. Relining them will cost
about $9,000. Replacing them after a collapse would be much more expensive. Since it takes about
8 years for the roots to clog the line, Vestry consensus was not to line the pipes now, since they’re
all cleaned out.

C. Lamar recommends we get bids for a new chiller, since delivery can take up to six months. If the
chiller fails, renting and hooking up a temporary chiller would be very expensive not to mention
noisy for the neighbors when operating. Vestry asked him to come back with the amount we’ve
spent on repairing the chiller in the past few years. Vestry also authorized him to seek bids for a
new machine, with an estimate of how long to get it, and assurance that our current control soft-
ware would work with a new unit.

D.Ron Lancioni recommends we add Young Adult Ministry to the job of the Youth Minister. The
consensus was not to do this, but to encourage the young adults to do their own group.

E. Media Minister Vita Mazzaluna (who oversees the website, Sunday live-streaming, and Social Me-
dia Minister Yesika King) and Volunteer Facilities Minister Jane Cartelli (who schedules all events




on our campus, interacts with potential rental customers, negotiates contracts for facility rentals,
and supervises the Event Ministers who are on campus during any rental event) recommend we
combine their two positions and add the portion of Facilities Ministry that Office Minister
Wendy King does (supervising the Maintenance Ministers who clean the campus) to create a
fulltime position, rather than having those tasks divided among 3 employees. The discussion
moved over to the question: “Do we want to continue to be in the rental business now that the mort-
gage is paid? Or do we want to work diligently to fill our facility with ministry. Vestry members
will pray, think, and consult with parishioners. We’ll continue this discussion next month.
