Questions for conversation with your family, small group, or a friend

recently – something you did because of your belief in 
Jesus? 
 
 

3. “Faithfulness” is acting on our belief repeatedly and 
consistently. What is an area of your life in which you 
are faithful – that you repeatedly and consistently do 
the right thing or avoid the wrong thing? How did you 
develop the habit of that faithfulness? And how do you 
maintain it? 
 
 

4. What is an area of your life in which you would like to 
be more faithful? How would you like God to help you 
grow that way? 
 

 
5. PRAY: 
 Thanking God for that part of your life that is faithful. 
 For God to help you grow more faithful, as you 

mentioned in #4 above.
